Guest speakers include Daniel Floreani and Derek Grocke from CYBEROPS who will update
on the current threat and the Australian Signals Directorate (ASD) essential eight cyber risk
mitigation strategies; Mick Lehman from Elbit who will give a demonstration of ‘cyberbit’
simulator and cyber range trainer and Kim Scott from TAO Consulting with information about
South Australia’s role in cyber security.

A third forum is planned for August 2017 which will include practical demonstrations of cyber-
attacks and threats.
